2.  Announcements by Kimberly Montague.  

· PTA & Law class – will be coming on 10/19 at Issaquah Admin bldg 8:30am – noon or 11/2 at Mercer Island from 5:30p-9

· Directory – This year we will be asking whichever vendor we use to sign a contract regarding the confidentiality of the directory information.  Also, Issaquah Council and the district are discouraging PTAs from including emails and putting directories online.  Maywood PTSA would still like to include emails with parents’ permission and possibly provide an online version with secure login rather than printing.  Kimberly will look into these options.

· Electronic Monthly Newsletter for parents re middle school years ($210.87) – Board discussed wanting to see a sample of the newsletter in order to evaluate whether the information presented would be useful to parents.
