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Minutes Board of Directors Meeting

1.  Call to Order at 7:15 pm by President Kimberly Montague.  Present board members were Kimberly Montague, Pam Nelson, Robbi Hollister, Chad Magendanz, Leslie Kahler, Diane Bliesner, Staci Schnell and Leslie Neighbor.
2.  Minutes from last Board meeting on December 16, 2010 were presented by Leslie Neighbor.  
“I make a motion to approve the December 16, 2010 minutes as presented,” by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

3.  Treasurer’s Report.  Financial statements from 2/15/2011 – 3/31/2011 were presented by Pam Nelson.
“I make a motion to approve the financial statements as presented,” by   Staci Schnell.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.
4.  President’s Report by Kimberly Montague.  At the Council meeting the new self select path for secondary schools was discussed.  The math path self select has been very successful, so the district is allowing students to decide which level course they feel is appropriate in other subjects as well.  Next year Maywood’s sports teams will only be competing against the other Issaquah Schools.  The next meeting will be general membership meeting on April 25th.  The Liberty PTA president will be coming and a representative from ISF will be discussing the current need for funding to support a new elementary school science curriculum.
5.  Principal’s Report by Kimberly Montague.  Jason Morse reported that the incoming 5th grade parent’s night was very well attended with approximately 400 parents.  The musical Beauty and the Beast was a great show and well attended.  The school remodel is going out for bids although permitting is still not complete.  The Bond Committee has had three meetings already and will need several more to be ready to make its recommendations.

6.  VP Volunteers by Staci Schnell.  Walk-A-Bout volunteering has falling off again this year.  Diane Bliesner is gathering volunteers to assist the school with 8th grade exit interviews.  The dates are currently set for April 21 and 22nd.  Diane will set up a schedule and Kimberly will send out an email to ask for more help.
7.  Nominating Committee by Kimberly Montague.  The nominating committee has posted its slate of nominees for 2011-2012 including:  Leslie Kahler and Tina Waters, Co-Presidents; Elaine Hanson and Debbie McAllister, Co-VPs of Volunteers; Jackie Robinson, VP Membership; Kim Weiss, Treasurer and Angie Moawad, Secretary.

8.  Legislative Report by Chad Magendanz.  The state legislature is still working on the budget.  Everyone is wondering how bad it will be.  Several education bills are still alive including HB 1443 (the Education Reform bill) which seems to be stalling.  Also HB 5475 is still alive which would make HB 1443 worthless by not providing funding for it.  Also, at the federal level there are efforts toward renewing No Child Left Behind and eliminate the sanctions related to the prior version.  Currently, educators in Washington are looking towards adopting a growth model where schools are evaluated  based on improving each child’s ability rather than standards based evaluations.

9.  New Business

A)  ISF Support for Science Curriculum.  Discussion regarding the ISF effort to raise funds needed for new curriculum for elementary schools in the district.

“I make a motion to move $500 from School Beautification, $300 from Guest Speakers and $200 from Humanitarian and add $1000 to the line item for ISF and donate the $1000 to be used for K-5 science curriculum,” by Staci Schnell.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.
B)  Summer School Support.  Discussion regarding the request for summer school funds to assist students who would benefit from attending summer school but cannot afford the cost.

“I make a motion to use $750 from the “Other” line item to be used as a donation for 4 half-scholarships for summer school and ask that the funds be allocated for Maywood Middle School students, “ by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

C)  $1000 Grant request for funding for several classes ($300 PE, $100 Tech, $200 Music, $200 LRC, $100 Cooking, $100 Art).  Discussion regarding the request.

“I make a motion to deny the current request and ask that the teachers submit specific grant usage requests that can be evaluated on a case-by-case basis,” by Staci Schnell.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

D)  Grant request for $924.07 for Art by Fire Tools for Glass Fusion Art Class.  Discussion regarding request.

“I make a motion that $100 be moved from “6th Grade Activity” and $400 moved from “Spring Testing” and $500 added to “Enrichment Grants;” and that the grant request for art supplies be approved in the amount of $500,” by Leslie Neighbor.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries with one opposed.

E)  Preliminary Budget by Kimberly Montague.  Kimberly presented proposed changes to this year’s budget to prepare for next year.
“I make a motion to move the proposed Budget forward to membership at the April meeting,” by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

F)  Standing Rules by Kimberly Montague.  Kimberly present proposed changes to this year’s Standing Rules to prepare for next year.

“I make a motion to move the proposed Standing Rules forward to membership at the April meeting,” by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

10.  Announcements – The next meeting will be the General Membership Meeting on April 25, 2011.  We will be electing the officers for next year and approving a budget.  ISF luncheon is April 28th.  Maywood has more than one full table attending this year.
