4.  Treasurer’s Report.  Financial statements were presented by Pam Nelson.
“I make a motion to accept the financial statements as presented,” by Leslie Neighbor.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

5.  President’s Report by Kimberly Montague.  All is going well, membership stands at 75%.
6.  Principal’s Report by Kimberly Montague for Jason Morse.  Remodel is still waiting for permits.

2.  Healthy Supplements for Students ($150).  Discussion regarding whether this request falls under enrichment grant category.   Decision was made to suggest that the PTSA ask parents to donate needed supplies rather than purchase with grant funds.

c.  Request for Financial Assistance for 2 Orchestra Students.  The board received a request for financial assistance in the amount of $500 to benefit two students wishing to rent instruments for orchestra.  Discussion regarding PTSA’s role in providing scholarship funds.  The state is now saying PTSAs should not be involved in any scholarship sponsorship.  Also, concern regarding whether money that would benefit just two students would be the best use of PTSA funds.  Decision was made to suggest that the orchestra teacher could submit a grant request to purchase additional instruments to be kept as school property and available to loan to students for this year and in future years.
