	c)  State Budget – Legislature has gone to an extended session to set the budget.  Expecting cuts from $3-5B.  School Board will have to plan for worst case scenario.  Will likely need to send out RIF notices and then hopefully recall teachers when final budget comes through.
	d)  Bond Committee – the Bond Committee has two more meetings to make decisions regarding whether to pursue a 2012 capital bond.
