 Minutes -  General Membership Meeting  January 18, 2011
1.  Meeting was called to order at 7:07 pm by PTSA president Kimberly Montague.  Quorum was present.  Please see hard copy of sign in sheet attached.
2.  Minutes – Secretary, Leslie Neighbor presented minutes from the last general meeting on September 27, 2010.  Minutes were reviewed.
“I make a motion to accept the minutes from September 27, 2010 as presented,” by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken.  Motion carries.

3.  Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer, Pam Nelson presented the financial statements through January 17, 2011.  Financial statements were reviewed.
“I make a motion to accept the financial statements as presented,” by Staci Schnell.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken.  Motion carries.

4.  Principal’s Report by Jason Morse.   The 8th Grade Girls Basketball team completed its season undefeated for the second consecutive year.  Boys Wrestling team was also undefeated this year.  Tryouts will be on Monday, January 24 for the play Beauty and the Beast.  Girls Soccer and Boys Basketball seasons will be starting up.  Remodel update:  still waiting on permits and expecting to begin construction in April.  The school is busy planning for next year.  An upcoming change for next year will be to expand the 6th grade tech elective to 12 weeks so that it qualifies as a basic tech equivalent and eliminates the need for students to take basic tech in high school.
5.  President’s Report by Kimberly Montague.   Kimberly shared several “Thank You’s” the PTSA has received regarding staff appreciation, birthday celebrations and a grant for the 7th Grade field trip.  Maywood PTSA received the Bronze level award for Membership this year.  Upcoming is the mid-year training conference on February 12.  Many classes are available with more roundtable discussions this year and an emphasis on PTSA’s Outreach programs.  

6. VP of Volunteers Update by Staci Schnell/Diane Bliesner.  Everything is going well.
7.  VP of Finance Update by Tina Waters.  No new financial grant requests have been received.  Tina is working on the Awards committee.  An email went out today requesting nominations for all three awards Golden Acorn, Outstanding Advocate and Outstanding Educator.  Nominations are due February 18th  and can be submitted online.  Another reminder will go out closer to the deadline.
8.  VP of Membership Update by Kimberly Montague.  Membership has been holding at 75%.  
9.  Committee Chair Updates.  Shana Daum reported that for Reflections this year, Maywood sent 8 finalists to the district level and one entry went on to the state level.  This year 15 students participated with 19 entries.  The committee is hoping to get better participation next year.

10.  Legislative Update by Chad Magendanz.  At Legislative Assembly in October, all three of Issaquah PTSA’s top three issues were made state priorities.  The Legislature is currently working on supplementary budget cuts for this year and will be preparing next year’s budget which will likely cut education funding even further.  State Superintendent, Randy Dorn is pushing to delay End of Course exams for math and science while PTSAs would like to see them begin being used.  Upcoming on February 21st is Focus Day in Olympia.  All interested parents and students are encouraged to attend.
11.  Site Council Update by Leslie Kahler.  On February 18 a school-wide assembly will feature “Rachel’s Challenge.”  Rachel was the first student killed during the Colombine shootings and her family has started a program encouraging and motivating students to be more welcoming and accepting of all students.  The presentation is very moving and enforces non-bullying.  Site Council also heard from Brian Olson, Director of Food Services for the district about what guidelines the district follows and what is being done to promote healthy eating for students.  
12.  New Business


A.   Nominating Committee:  Tina Waters presented the names for the nominating committee as Tina Waters, Leslie Neighbor and, Michelle Whitely.  Debbie McAllister and Sally Smith who were present at the meeting also agreed to serve on the committee.
“I make a motion to elect the Nominating Committee as presented,” by Chad Magendanz.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken.  Motion carries.


B.  Health Room Stipend:  Kathy Williams, School Nurse requested that the PTSA provide a stipend in the amount of $150 per year to the Health room for such things as granola bars, bottled water and undergarments which she provides to students as needed.
“I make a motion to add a line item to the budget for Health Room Stipend in the amount of $150,” by Tina Waters.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken.  Motion carries.

C.  Budget Adjustments:

“I make a motion to move $150 to the line item for Health Room Stipend from Emergency Preparedness and $53.26 from “Other” to the line item for Student Directory,” by Staci Schnell.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken.  Motion carries.

13.  Announcements:  The final Babysitting class of the year is scheduled on 3/19 and 3/31.  The next monthly Board meeting will be 2/14 at 7 pm in the library.  All board meetings are open to anyone who is interested in attending.
