The PTSA is still looking for co-chairs for possible Ice Cream Social and Family Board Game Night to work with Gigi Gouldner.
6.  VP of Finance update by Kimberly Montague.  The PTSA has already approved three grants this year including:  Math Lab, Parenting Magazine and Musicians in the Classroom.  Two additional grants will be reviewed later as part of business.
7.  VP of Membership update by Jackie Robinson.  All 691 members who have signed up so far have been entered into the state database system.  Another drive will be coming up soon to try to achieve 100% membership.
